Title: Billy Elliot as an Archetypal Virgin Story

Follow the beats of a Virgin Journey as we watch the movie Billy Elliot.  This movie plays off the feminine against the masculine in every scene as it moves through Billy’s quest to know his unique gift and bring it to his world. A wonderful example of Virgin story structure and the powerful expression of an archetypal theme through symbols and metaphors.  Participants may want to see the movie in advance of the workshop.
Pearl Louie:

Title: Adventures in Makeup Land

A two-time Emmy-nominated makeup artist gives insights into the fascinating world of  makeup and makeup special effects.  There will be a short photo presentation, complete with demonstrations of many of the tools, equipment and products used in the trade. Attendees will  learn  how to apply simple  gelatin and blood effects. Informal & open to everyone.

Title: Intro to Script Supervising/Continuity

We’ll look at tools developed in the video game world that smooth the path from group ideas to viable action and great results -- helping keep your project flowing and your team in tune.

Title: Green Screen

“Chroma key compositing” is a popular tool for still photo or moving images. Learn to light, shoot and work with digital tools and open the door to a fresh, creative approach. An accessible way to create special efx. This workshop will be of interest to actors, directors, technical staff and producers who wish to understand the creative possibilities and technical requirements of using green screen techniques.
